Keeping this in view, Mewar University 
made a scheme where students at the beginning should be encouraged and involved for the subjects 
of English, Mathematics and General Knowledge. The scheme is called ‘Gyan Ganga Yojna’. The 
scheme has been in two parts- one for the students of 5th to 7th and 2nd for class 8th to 10th standards.  
There is an urgent need to create an environment of competition and awareness among students about 
the happening around the world. in order to achieve this pious mission, MU has the scheme of 
organizing the competitive examination at two levels, I level for students of 5th to 7th class students 
and II level for students of class 8th to 10th class students. Every student who wishes to appear at the 
examination is given a booklet which gives the idea and scheme of examination along with 150 
model questions and their answers. The fees for the examination is Rs. 25/-, out of which the Head of 
the Institution, evaluators are given some amount as remuneration. The first three toppers are given a 
cash prize along with the certificate of excellence.
