Hospital visit was organized by the department of pharmacy with kind guidance and support of the Dean
Pharmacy, Dr. Kaushal Kishor Chandrul.

Director Training & Placement, Mr. Harish Gurnani has communicated with the Keshav hospital authorities and
taken the grants to visit their premises.

On 29" December 2021 the batch-A of 36 students and on 30" December 2021 the batch-B of 39 students (Total 75
studentwhich included 1 International & 38 Indian students) visited the Keshav Hospital, Bhilwara.

The main aim of the hospital visit to show the various departments of the hospital so that students can understand
the actual working, roles and responsibilities of hospital pharmacist.

Students were coordinated and accompanied by Head of the Department Dr. Gaurav Kumar Sharma, Assistant
Professor Sarita Sharma and IT support Mr, Deepak Sharma.

The visit started at 12.00 noon from university. We boarded the university bus to reach to Bhilwara. We reached
there around 12.45 pm. At the reception, we were welcomed by the team coordinator Mr. Pawan Parashar of
Keshav Hospital.
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Mr. Pawan Parashar has taken the students to the central pharmacy of the hospital and he has explained about the
various patterns of the inventory control, procurement and billing procedures, the arrangement of dosage forms,
emergency/ life-saving drugs, expiry drugs etc. '

In drug store area students were gained knowledge about various schedule drugs (Schedule X, H etc), Over
the Counter (OTC) drugs, branded and generic drugs. We also saw the special precautions for storage of narcotic
drugs.

This was followed by a detailed presentation about the role of hospital pharmacy in hospital, drug distribution
systems for in-patient/out-patient and medication errors.

Final year students have asked various types of queries which were solved and explain by their hospital pharmacist.

2 group of total students was made and then a visit to the different departments of the hospital like ICU (Intensive
care unit), NICU (Neonatal Intensive care unit), MICU (Medical Intensive care unit), pathology lab, operation
theatres, emergency services and the different patient wards to us.

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Webinar on the New Labour Codes 2021

Department of Management organized online webinar on the New Labour Codes 2021 on 28" December 2021.
The keynote speaker of the event was Prof. Srinath Jagannathan from Indian Institute of Management (IIM)
Indore.

He expressed his concern about the eroding status of the working class since independence and how the New
Labour Codes 2021 may end up continuing the same misery. He further highlighted the growing precariousness of
the working class in India and the imbalance that continues to exist between minority permanent job holders and
the majority ad-hoc, contractual, and temporary workers.

He qualifies this distinctiveness as ‘Naukri’ and *‘Kaam’ respectively. Furthermore, the issues around shrinking of
female workforce were also raised. The shrinkage was atiributed to the causes with regards to failure in
implementation of the specified provisions of the Labour laws. These failures were further attributed to the
continuous apathy and unwillingness of employers in providing for provisions with regards to social security net
provided in the Labour Laws. Employers continue to perceive laws related to maternity benefits and security
against sexual harassment as burdensome and therefore seldom implemented.

In addition, he also highlighted how more than 90% of the job lost during 2018 belong to female workforce. Prof.
Srinath Jagannathan is also of the view that labour laws alone cannot resolve issues around female employment
and social revolution is the need of the hour. He highlighted the need for stalwarts in spiritual leadership of
19™ and 20™ century India such as Swami Vivekanand who could have raised such issues with more conviction.

In addition, he also suggested how provisions in Industrial Dispute Act and various other provisions of Labour
Laws delegitimize the strike no matter which route an employee takes.

Jagannathan for his insightful talk and the webinar was concluded with a promise to resume similar talks in the
very next opportunity available.
